The Inca civilization was in the Andes Mountains.

The Crusades exposed Europeans to foreign cultures for the first time.

The Vikings were the first to discover America.

90% of the American Indian population will die from diseases.

The Revolutionary War began at Lexington, Massachusetts.

The British won the French and Indian War.

Washington’s famous 1776-77 winter camp was at Valley Forge.

America’s first constitution was called the Articles of Confederation.

The Bill of Rights is contained in the Constitution.

Members of the Supreme Court serve until they retire or they die.

A state’s population determines how many representatives it receives.

President Washington set the example by serving for only two terms.
If the president dies the vice-president is promoted to that office.

The court system is in the Judicial branch.
The French Revolution created problems in America for our first four presidents.

American slavery was the strongest in the south.

Manifest destiny is the belief that America has the right to expand to the Pacific Ocean.

The cotton gin and interchangeable parts were invented by Eli Whitney.

The battle of Gettysburg was the turning point of the Civil War.

President Lincoln was assassinated by John Wilkes Booth.

John Brown tried to start a slave revolt in Virginia, this leads to his execution.

The Transcontinental Railroad was completed in Utah.

The “Star Spangled Banner” is America’s national anthem.
Know the current president and vice-president.

The earliest people in America probably got here by crossing the land bridge that connected Alaska and 
Siberia during the last ice-age.

Magellan was the first person to sail around the world.

In the 1600’s English settlers moved to Virginia to grow tobacco.
As a result of the French and Indian War France lost almost all of their territory and influence in North 
America.

On July 4, 1776 the Declaration of Independence was signed.

Originally in the Constitution 3/5 of slaves could be counted towards a states population.

During the Revolutionary War, France became an American ally after the battle of  Saratoga.

Trial by jury is not protected by the 1st amendment.

In the House of Representatives the length of a term is 2 years.

Sacagawea aided the Lewis and Clark expedition across part of the continent.

In 1846-1848 the United States was at war with Mexico.  At the end of the war the US won control of the 
southwest.

Harriet Tubman helped over 300 slaves escape to their freedom.

There are 50 stars on the American flag.

There were many causes of the Civil War including; states rights, slavery, economics.

Tenochtitlan was the capitol city of the Aztec.

Christopher Columbus discovered America.

European diseases had a terrible impact on the American Indian population.

The Quakers settled in Pennsylvania, they were anti-violent and anti-slave.

Thomas Paine’s “Common Sense” created support for the revolution.

The British passed many acts (or taxes) on the colonies.  However there was no “Wood Act.”

A president’s term is four years long.

During the Revolutionary War the American general Benedict Arnold becomes a traitor, joining the 
British.
The Articles of Confederation failed because the government it created was too weak.

A senator’s term is six years long.

America bought Louisiana from France for $15 million.

The executive branch is led by the president.
The vice-president is the president of the Senate.
The Monroe Doctrine warned European powers to not interfere in the America’s.

By the 1800’s the north was the most industrialized region of the country.

In the Missouri Compromise Missouri was admitted as a slave state and Maine admitted as a free state.

Henry Clay sponsored the Missouri Compromise, 1850 Compromise, Speaker of the House, presidential 
candidate, and led the push for the War of 1812.

Early American factories preferred to hire women and children because they could be paid less.

Andrew Johnson became the next president after the death of Abraham Lincoln.

Clara Barton was the Civil War nurse who would later create the American Red Cross.

Post Civil War southern reconstruction ended when President Grant left office.

“Life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness” are contained in the Declaration of Independence.
England’s first colony Roanoke, mysteriously disappears.

At the time Europeans discovered America the Aztec dominated Central America.

Tobacco will finally make Jamestown profitable.

Prince Henry created a sailor school and a plan to map out the coast of Africa.

Most of the Declaration of Independence was written by Thomas Jefferson.

During the French and Indian War George Washington served as a British officer.

Many European countries colonized America, however, Poland was not one of these.

Powers to the states is protected by the 10th amendment.

Our government is divided into three branches, but the military is not one of them.
The Revolutionary War was effectively over after the battle of Yorktown.

Benjamin Franklin helped to write the Declaration of Independence, was an ambassador to France and 
Britain, was a part of the Constitutional Convention, ran a printing business and was an author, 
scientist and inventor.

The Lewis and Clark expedition were to accomplish several goals, however spying on Spanish towns was 
not one of these.

Each state gets two senators.

During Polk’s presidency the United States first stretched from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

The “Alamo” was a battle that took place during Texas Independence.

The Dred Scot Supreme court case ruled, among other things, that slaves could not file lawsuits because 
they were slaves.

The Emancipation Proclamation would free slaves living in areas that were still in rebellion.
The 13th amendment ended slavery in the United States.

Europeans brought the horse to America which really changed the lives of plains Indians.

Portugal was the first country to sail around Africa to Asia.

By the year 1400 China was the most advanced country in the world but chose to stop exploring.

A 1773 tea tax protest and a 1770 massacre of five colonists both happened in Boston.

In the 1600’s English settlers moved to New England for religious freedom.

James Madison will be known as the Father of the Constitution.

The president is elected by the Electoral College.

In the War of 1812 the United States and Britain were at war.

Laws are made in the legislative branch.

John Quincy Adams was a secretary of state, wrote the Monroe Doctrine, arranged to buy Florida from 
Spain and beat Andrew Jackson in a presidential election.

South Carolina was the first state to secede after the election of Lincoln.

The Civil War began with an attack on Fort Sumter.
